	Narrative Origins: Myths and Legends
This topic introduces students to many of the key concepts and skills of KS3 English and provides insights into how stories have evolved from the oral tradition to the great traditions of story-telling that we have today. Students will be invited to explore the differences between myth and legend and explore the traditions and concepts from different cultures and understand the significance of cultural identity and belief. Students engage with a variety of stories and extracts to develop an understanding of character, setting and structure in order to enhance their subject terminology. Using the features of the great story tellers, students will be given the opportunity to apply this knowledge to their own text creation and create their own narrative. 
	The Novel:
Asha and The Spirit Bird
Students will focus on the study of one fiction text from contemporary literature. All students will explore the text and will be able to focus on the development of character, place and setting, plot and narrative features. Students will be able to explore relationships and how writers generate a sense of emotion and understand the concept of empathy. Students will be able to explore how writers develop a theme, present their messages and address key issues relating to contexts of the time. Students will work on developing their skills of inference and analysis. They will know the key context of the text and understand how these influence the meaning.

	
	The Novel:

Asha and The Spirit Bird

Students will focus on the study of one fiction text from contemporary literature. All students will explore the text and will be able to focus on the development of character, place and setting, plot and narrative features. Students will be able to explore relationships and how writers generate a sense of emotion and understand the concept of empathy. Students will be able to explore how writers develop a theme, present their messages and address key issues relating to contexts of the time. Students will work on developing their skills of inference and analysis. They will know the key context of the text and understand how these influence the meaning.

	Shakespeare: A Midsummer Night’s Dream

Students will be able to build on their knowledge of Shakespeare from Y6 by studying a whole text, exploring how the play draws on the social and historical context of the time and analysing how Shakespeare explores the comedy and fantasy genre. Students they will begin to analyse the techniques which are used to generate suspense, create humour and build character. They will compare and link ideas and themes across other Shakespeare plays and have the opportunity to develop skills and be creative through writing tasks and speaking and listening activities.

Students will be able to develop their skills in reading and analysis; they will be encouraged to engage in exploratory talk and develop their writing skills. The unit provides opportunities for students to combine their knowledge of poetry with non- fiction texts which complement the key themes. Students will be encouraged to refine their writing skills as they are encouraged to respond to the big issues and develop and present their views.

	 Shakespeare: Romeo & Juliet

This fuses together the knowledge and skills which students have amassed from their study of Shakespeare, his life and times and the text study in Year 8. This also fulfils the requirement to study two Shakespeare within KS3. Students will explore the character, plot and action and analyse how Shakespeare created impact and effect for the audience. They will be encouraged to explore how the work of Shakespeare is communicated effectively through performance and how the plays are open to alternative interpretations. Students will evaluate the impact of dramatic effects and draw on a range of evidence to support their views; they will be encouraged to make critical comparisons from their knowledge of Shakespeare.
	 Shakespeare: Romeo & Juliet

This fuses together the knowledge and skills which students have amassed from their study of Shakespeare, his life and times and the text study in Year 8. This also fulfils the requirement to study two Shakespeare within KS3. Students will explore the character, plot and action and analyse how Shakespeare created impact and effect for the audience. They will be encouraged to explore how the work of Shakespeare is communicated effectively through performance and how the plays are open to alternative interpretations. Students will evaluate the impact of dramatic effects and draw on a range of evidence to support their views; they will be encouraged to make critical comparisons from their knowledge of Shakespeare.
	
	The Art of Rhetoric

Through the exploration of rhetoric and the power of speech, students will be able to learn about significant issues which affect them within their own lives; their society and the world at large. Exploring a range of speeches and the techniques and devices which are used by the speaker to invoke emotion and provoke a response in the audience, students will be able to consider issues such as equality, justice, fairness, issues around gender, race, diversity, religion. The intention is for students to experience the power of rhetorical devices; apply them in their own writing and present their own views confidently as they learn to speak out against inequality and injustice within society.


	The Novel:

Animal Farm

Students will focus on the study of the text Animal Farm using their knowledge of rhetoric. Students will be encouraged to build on their knowledge of prose texts and apply reading strategies which develop their reading experience. In addition to exploring narrative and characterisations, more focus will be placed on the devices and structural techniques writers use to engage the reader. Students will also explore how context informs meaning. They will apply a range of key technical terms and continue to develop their skills of inference and analysis. They will develop their own views about texts using relevant evidence and analysis to support their views. 
	
	The Novel:

Animal Farm

Students will be able to develop their skills in reading and analysis; they will be encouraged to engage in exploratory talk and develop their writing skills. The unit provides opportunities for students to combine their knowledge of poetry with non- fiction texts which complement the key themes. 	Year 7, 8 & 9
Writing for Purpose and Pleasure Lesson
Reading for Pleasure Lesson

Once a week in Y7, Y8 and Y9 students participate in a Writing for Purpose and Pleasure lesson. These lessons are specifically designed to enable students to master literacy skills and craft different writing skills developing them into accurate and effective writers. These lessons are a transition from the literacy work completed in Y6 and continues the journey of understanding and mastering literacy skills to improve their use of vocabulary, punctuation and grammar. These lessons also enable them to develop a clear writing voice, use effective writing techniques for different purposes and establish a love for writing. This gives students the opportunity to embed these skills firmly into their everyday writing practice preparing them for their GCSE courses and the world of work.

Once a week in Y7 and Y8 students participate in a reading lesson. These lessons are specifically designed to get students actively reading and engaged in their stories. Students will develop strategies to enable them to effectively and independently infer and analyse characters, plots and themes. Students will be encouraged to share their views on different issues and perspectives that are part of the text and enjoy discussing the texts that they read. These lessons are a transition from Y6 reading as students practise their reading skills across a range of texts and continue to develop through the age-appropriate reading levels. This will benefit pupils across the wider curriculum and prepare them efficiently for their GCSE courses.
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	The Novel:

The Crossing
This module presents an opportunity to sensitively explore different perspectives with the theme of belonging, community and crossing divides. It builds knowledge from the text choices in Y7 and Y8 and allows students to explore alternative views.

Students will develop on reading strategies mastered in Y7 and Y8 and use context to inform the inference and analysis of the text, creating empathy with characters and challenging the behaviours presented. Students will apply a range of technical language when writing about the texts and will use precise evidence to support their views. 

	The Novel:

The Crossing

This module presents an opportunity to sensitively explore different perspectives with the theme of belonging, community and crossing divides. It builds knowledge from the text choices in Y7 and Y8 and allows students to explore alternative views.

Students will develop on reading strategies mastered in Y7 and Y8 and use context to inform the inference and analysis of the text, creating empathy with characters and challenging the behaviours presented. Students will apply a range of technical language when writing about the texts and will use precise evidence to support their views. 

	
	Narrative: Social Justice

This is a transition unit which supports the progression into the GCSE courses. Students will draw on their knowledge of texts to further explore how the writer’s message is conveyed. Students will study a range of writers and texts and analyse in depth the context and conventions of the dystopian genre and Victorian stories associated with social justice. They will use their enhanced skills of inference and analysis to study character, setting and understand the writer’s intentions. The level of challenge is raised as students now write enhanced levels of responses expected at GCSE level. Students will explore a range of non-fiction texts written in the Victorian era and have the opportunity to explore the genre by creating their own descriptive writing using the conventions of the genre.
	Shakespeare:

Richard III
Students will be able to build on their knowledge of Shakespeare from Y7 & Y8 by studying a whole text, exploring how the play draws on the social and historical context of the time and analysing how Shakespeare explores the dramatic genre and the techniques which are used to generate suspense, create tension and build character. Students will build knowledge of the historical context of Richard III and analyse Shakespeare’s interpretation of him. They will compare and link ideas and themes across other Shakespeare plays and have the opportunity to develop skills and be creative through writing tasks and speaking and listening activities. Students will build on their knowledge of the tragedy from Y8 in preparation for their KS4 text.
	
	Shakespeare:

Richard III
Students will be able to build on their knowledge of Shakespeare from Y7 & Y8 by studying a whole text, exploring how the play draws on the social and historical context of the time and analysing how Shakespeare explores the dramatic genre and the techniques which are used to generate suspense, create tension and build character. Students will build knowledge of the historical context of Richard III and analyse Shakespeare’s interpretation of him. They will compare and link ideas and themes across other Shakespeare plays and have the opportunity to develop skills and be creative through writing tasks and speaking and listening activities. Students will build on their knowledge of the tragedy from Y8 in preparation for their KS4 text.

	Poetry: War and Tragic Protagonist
Students will be able to explore and analyse a range of poetry which explores war and the tragic protagonist. The unit offers a valuable opportunity for students to explore how poets and writers create meaning using a range of techniques whilst engaging in discussions and debates around the topic of war and tragic protagonists. Students will be able to develop their skills in reading and analysis; they will be encouraged to engage in exploratory talk and develop their writing skills. The unit provides opportunities for students to combine their knowledge of poetry with non- fiction texts which complement the key themes. Students will be encouraged to refine their writing skills as they are encouraged to respond to the big issues and develop and present their views.
